oOYou anoint my head with oi
--Psalm 23:5

Consider the image of the overflowing cup. It’s a metaphor so ordinary and familiar
that if we’re not careful, we just might overlook what the Holy Spirit would say to us through
it. Taken in context, we recognize that David is celebrating the loving care and kindness of
the LORD, a care so complete, so thorough and abundant, that David’s cup (his very life) is
not just full, it’s overflowing—running over.

This is a picture of the glorious reality in which we live as those who’ve been called by
God “and reconciled to him through the death of his Son” (Romans 5:10). In this cup, which
cannot contain God’s blessing, we must learn to see and embrace as our own the “flood
logic” of the Gospel—that “while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us” (Romans 5:8). In-
deed, though we were “dead in transgressions,” even so God “made us alive with
Christ” (Ephesians 2:5); and though we were God’s enemies and powerless to help our-
selves, nevertheless God justified us by his blood (Romans 5).

What do we do with a full cup? We tip it over, and let it spill onto our neighbor, so that
what we’ve freely received, we freely give (Matthew 10:8). God’s promise to Abram is
ours, too, through faith in Christ: “I will bless you...and you will be a blessing” (Genesis
12:2). From the very beginning, we see that God is generous, and our little cups cannot
contain all that he has to give. Thus, he commands us to spill them out.

This is nothing less than the Great Commission expressed in language and in pictures
that we ordinary saints can take hold of. Frankly, the “Great Commission” sounds just too
great for me, most of the time. But ask me to spill my cup onto the guy next to me, and I can
probably do that—clumsy, ordinary saint that I am.

The Apostle Paul, as we know, was suddenly and violently tossed off his horse and
taken captive by God’s generosity, through no effort or merit of his own. It’s no wonder,
then, that he so clearly articulates the Gospel in letter after letter to the young churches
over which he watches. To the believers in Ephesus he writes, “For we are God’s workman-
ship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to
do” (2:10). In other words, “God’s done it all! He’s called you to life though you were dead;
he’s made peace with you though you were his enemy; and he’s even prepared good works
for you to do!”

Go, then! Spill your cups! I promise, you can’t spill them fast enough, and you’ll never
keep pace with God’s generosity. Butlet’s give it a try.
